Sermon Text:   Joshua 1:1-9 (NIV)
 
After the death of Moses the servant of the Lord, the Lord said to Joshua son of
Nun, Moses’ aide: 2 “Moses my servant is dead. Now then, you and all these
people, get ready to cross the Jordan River into the land I am about to give to
them—to the Israelites. 3 I will give you every place where you set your foot, as
I promised Moses. 4 Your territory will extend from the desert to Lebanon, and
from the great river, the Euphrates—all the Hittite country—to the
Mediterranean Sea in the west. 5 No one will be able to stand against you all
the days of your life. As I was with Moses, so I will be with you; I will never
leave you nor forsake you. 6 Be strong and courageous, because you will lead
these people to inherit the land I swore to their ancestors to give them.
 
7 “Be strong and very courageous. Be careful to obey all the law my servant
Moses gave you; do not turn from it to the right or to the left, that you may be
successful wherever you go. 8 Keep this Book of the Law always on your lips;
meditate on it day and night, so that you may be careful to do everything written
in it. Then you will be prosperous and successful. 9 Have I not commanded
you? Be strong and courageous. Do not be afraid; do not be discouraged, for
the Lord your God will be with you wherever you go.”
 
 
Message From Your Pastor
 
     The final week of the "Who Are We?" sermon series brings us to conclusion
of the GMC mission statement.  We have learned thus far that we are Disciples
of Jesus Christ who worship passionately and love extravagantly.  This week
we learn that we are also to witness boldly.  Worshipping passionately and
loving extravagantly should directly result in a bold witness as Christians.  As
we continually draw ourselves near to God, God continually draws near to us. 
Through this process we are filled more and more with the Holy Spirit.  By filling
ourselves with the Spirit of God, we are at the same time pushing out the things
of the world.  We are becoming more Christ-like.  The end result of this should
be reflected in boldness in our faith.  As Paul tells Timothy in this week's
scripture, we are not called to be timid.  For too long we as Christians have
been timid in the name of the love.  But love calls us to hold each other
accountable.  It calls us to push each other to deeper relationships and
expressions of God in and through our lives.  It does not call us to accept
everything that the world says is ok.  God has called us to be different from the
world.  To be His witnesses to all the earth.  The only way to accomplish this is
to approach it fearlessly and with boldness.  If we desire to share God's love
with a broken world, we must be willing to stand up for God and be BOLD!
