Sermon Text:   Acts 16:25-37 (NIV)
25 About midnight Paul and Silas were praying and singing hymns to God, and
the other prisoners were listening to them. 26 Suddenly there was such a
violent earthquake that the foundations of the prison were shaken. At once all
the prison doors flew open, and everyone’s chains came loose. 27 The jailer
woke up, and when he saw the prison doors open, he drew his sword and was
about to kill himself because he thought the prisoners had escaped. 28 But
Paul shouted, “Don’t harm yourself! We are all here!”
 
29 The jailer called for lights, rushed in and fell trembling before Paul and Silas.
30 He then brought them out and asked, “Sirs, what must I do to be saved?”
 
31 They replied, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved—you and
your household.” 32 Then they spoke the word of the Lord to him and to all the
others in his house. 33 At that hour of the night the jailer took them and washed
their wounds; then immediately he and all his household were baptized. 34 The
jailer brought them into his house and set a meal before them; he was filled
with joy because he had come to believe in God—he and his whole household.
 
35 When it was daylight, the magistrates sent their officers to the jailer with the
order: “Release those men.” 36 The jailer told Paul, “The magistrates have
ordered that you and Silas be released. Now you can leave. Go in peace.”
 
37 But Paul said to the officers: “They beat us publicly without a trial, even
though we are Roman citizens, and threw us into prison. And now do they want
to get rid of us quietly? No! Let them come themselves and escort us out.”
 
 
 
Messages From Your Pastor
As we continue in new beginnings at St. Paul's Waccamaw, we have begun the
process of examining the mission statement of the Global Methodist Church.  It
is important for us to understand what it means to claim the name of this
denomination.  It is also important that we remember that we are Christians
before we are Global Methodists.  The name Global Methodist simply describes
the way that we practice our Christianity.  The first part of the Global Methodist
mission statement claims that we are "disciples of Jesus Christ".  What is a
disciple?  A disciple is a follower or student of a teacher, leader, or philosopher. 
As disciples we are followers of Jesus Christ.  Jesus expressed to the Disciples
what it would require of them to be His followers, and the requirements are the
same for us today.  We are to deny ourselves, realizing that God is working a
plan greater than our own.  We are to take up our cross daily.  This means that
we must die to the temptations and trappings of the world and maintain a focus
on God.  And finally, we must follow.  We cannot follow until we have committed
ourselves to growing nearer to Jesus every day.  When we draw near to God,
He draws near to us.  Let us become disciples of Jesus Christ.  Let us commit
ourselves daily to seeking His Will and living a life that reflects His Spirit in us.
