Sermon Text:   2 Timothy 1:6-12 (NIV)
 
6 For this reason I remind you to fan into flame the gift of God, which is in you
through the laying on of my hands. 7 For the Spirit God gave us does not make
us timid, but gives us power, love and self-discipline. 8 So do not be ashamed
of the testimony about our Lord or of me his prisoner. Rather, join with me in
suffering for the gospel, by the power of God. 9 He has saved us and called us
to a holy life—not because of anything we have done but because of his own
purpose and grace. This grace was given us in Christ Jesus before the
beginning of time, 10 but it has now been revealed through the appearing of our
Savior, Christ Jesus, who has destroyed death and has brought life and
immortality to light through the gospel. 11 And of this gospel I was appointed a
herald and an apostle and a teacher. 12 That is why I am suffering as I am. Yet
this is no cause for shame, because I know whom I have believed, and am
convinced that he is able to guard what I have entrusted to him until that day.

As we continue examining the mission statement of the Global Methodist
Church, we have learned that we are disciples of Jesus Christ, who worship
passionately and love extravagantly.  Jesus told us that the most important
thing we can do is love.   When asked He said the greatest commandment is to
love the Lord our God with all our heart, soul, mind, and strength, but He also
said the second is like it, to love our neighbors as ourselves.

PB & Chicken Sunday – 7/28/2024
This Sunday is PB & Chicken Sunday (the last Sunday of the month). The need
for food at the Baskervill Food Pantry is greater than ever. Your donations allow
St. Paul’s to provide part of the grocery bag of food given to more than 1,000
local hungry people each month. Of these, roughly 25% are over the age of 60
and more than 25% are 17 or younger.  Each week, the Food Pantry fills 130 –
150 grocery bags!

Chicken is needed more than PB as one can of each goes into every bag of
groceries. The preferred size for chicken is 12.5 oz (and 1 lb. jars for PB).
Financial donations are especially welcome as Duane and Roslyn Keck go to
the Myrtle Beach Costco once per month to purchase the canned chicken at
excellent prices.  As great as the prices they can buy this at, they’ve gone up
51.5% since October 2021.

If it’s easier, you can also give online, or put a check in the offering plate which
is labeled for this cause on the memo line. Note: if you want to donate other
non-perishable food items from your pantry, they are welcome—just bring them
to the church in a plastic grocery bag.  They can be placed in the black plastic
milk crates provided in the Narthex and Berly Hall.  There is a need for non-
perishable items donated each Sunday.

Thank you—you really are making such a difference to the people who live
around you.
