On Tuesday, June 11, 2024, the South Carolina Annual Conference of the
United Methodist Church approved 112 churches (including St. Paul's
Waccamaw UMC) for closure for the purpose of disaffiliation. This is the final
approval needed to complete our exit from the United Methodist Church.  June
30, 2024, will be the last day that St. Paul's Waccamaw will be a United
Methodist Church.  We will be having a Service of Deconsecration that evening
at 5pm, followed by a dinner in Berly Hall.  It is the hope that this will give a
sense of closure and anticipation has we reflect upon where we have been and
look forward to where God is leading us next.  What is certain is that regardless
of the name on the sign, we will be a people who follow God faithfully into His
future.  Let us be thankful for all that God has done to lead us to this point and
excited about what God has in store for the future.  He is simply calling us to be
faithful and available.  If we can do that, His plans will unfold and His Will will be
done!
