Sermon Text:   Ephesians 4:17-24 (NIV)
 
17 So I tell you this, and insist on it in the Lord, that you must no longer live as
the Gentiles do, in the futility of their thinking. 18 They are darkened in their
understanding and separated from the life of God because of the ignorance that
is in them due to the hardening of their hearts. 19 Having lost all sensitivity,
they have given themselves over to sensuality so as to indulge in every kind of
impurity, and they are full of greed.
 
20 That, however, is not the way of life you learned 21 when you heard about
Christ and were taught in him in accordance with the truth that is in Jesus. 22
You were taught, with regard to your former way of life, to put off your old self,
which is being corrupted by its deceitful desires; 23 to be made new in the
attitude of your minds; 24 and to put on the new self, created to be like God in
true righteousness and holiness.
 
 
 
Message From Your Pastor
 
Week two of the Behold! I Am Doing a New Thing sermon series brings us to
the book of Isaiah and his proclamation that God is doing a new thing.  Isaiah
encourages us to forget the past and focus on the future God is bringing.  This
is important for us as Christians today as well.  Too often we allow the past to
hold us back from the new things that God has in store for us.  We allow our
past failures to convince us that we are somehow unqualified to serve God. 
We allow things that those have told us in the past to hold us back from the
future God has planned.  We allow perceived failures of past ministries to keep
the church from moving forward in faith.  As Christians, we must remind
ourselves that God is not bound by these things.  God is capable of doing new
things and even promises us that He will bring good through everything if
remain faithful.  So, let us now dwell on the past, rather let us focus on a future
that God holds in His hands.
